Passage 1

Vertical looms are undoubledly more comfortable to operate. These are found more in city
weavers and sedentary peoples because they are hard to dismantle and transport. There is no
limit 1o the length of the carpet that can be woven on a vertical loom and there is no restriction
1o 115 width.,

There are three broad groups of vertical looms, all of which can be modified in a number of
ways: the fixed village loom. the Tabriz or Bunyan loom, and the roller beam loom. The fixed
village loom is used mainly in lran and consists of a fixed upper beam and a moveable lower or
cloth beam which slots into two sidepieces. The correct tension 15 ereated by drving wedges
into the slots. The weavers work on an adjustable plank which 1s raised as the work progresses.

The Tabriz loom, named after the city of Tabriz, is used in North Western Iran. The warps
are continuous and pass around behind the loom. Tension is obtained with wedges. The
weavers sit on a fixed seat and when a portion of the carpet has been completed. the tension is
released and the carpet 15 pulled down and rolled around the back of the loom. This process
continues until the rug is completed, when the warps are severed and the carpet is taken off the
loom.

The roller beam loom is a traditional Turkish village loom, but is also found in Persia and
India. It consists of two movable beams 1o which the warps are attached. Both beams are fitted
with ratchets or similar locking devices and completed work is rolled on to the lower beam. It
is possible to weave very long rugs by these means, and in some areas of Turkey rugs are
WOVEn in series.

It was in Tabnz that carpets were first woven strictly for export. In the mid-mineteenth
century, the Tabrizi merchants collected and sent to Europe, via Istanbul, old and used carpets
from homes and other sources. These carpets became so popular that demand soon exceeded
the supply. Acknowledging the dwindling availability of rugs and foresecing their ¢ventual
exhaustion. the enterpnsing Tabrizi merchants set up carpet-weaving houses or factonies. 1o
fulfill the demand.

The weavers of Tabriz are among the most skilled in Iran. They use a hook that enables the
weaver to tie a knot a second. The Tabriz hook consists of a knife, similar to that used in the
other weaving centers, at the tip of which i1s a small hook. This unique implement enables the
weaver o isolate a pair of warp threads, loop a strand of wool around the warps, then cut the
strand free, all in one continuous motion.

Because of their attractive designs and colors, the carpets of Tabriz are the most popular
Oriental rugs in the west, Pastel colors such as ivory, pink, and blue, as well as the carth tones
of brown, pistachio green, and rust, are commonly used. Red and navy blue are also used, but
are not widely available on the western market.
